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Dear Parents/Carers,
I write to you today to provide you with the latest information on the current situation at Elms School. As you will already be aware we have had to close the school today due to the number of staff infected by Covid which has reached a level which makes it no longer safe to provide face to face learning for the time-being. In addition to high staff incidences, increasing numbers of students are also testing positive. As a result, in the first instance the school will provide remote learning for the remainder of this week. On Friday I will write to you again to let you know whether the school will open on Monday although I have to make you aware that it is quite possible we will also be open remotely for at least a part of next week as well.
Over the course of today it is highly likely that teachers or other members of our professional support teams will be in contact with you for a well-being check in for your son or daughter, either via TEAMS or a telephone call. We will continue to make contact with you throughout this remote learning phase so please do feel confident to communicate with us any additional support that we may be able to provide. Learning is being uploaded to the ELMS website Home Learning page which many of you will be familiar with from previous closures. Teachers can remind pupils or parents of log in and password details if needed and I would suggest that in your first call that you double check together to ensure access to TEAMs. Teachers will also be providing daily drop-in clinics so that we can provide real-time support to our children and young people with their learning as well as answering any more general queries and to provide reassurance to them. Details will follow shortly with a timetable so that you know when teachers will be available and you can access the links that will be provided.
We really appreciate your support and do hope that you feel well. Take care and if you do have any questions do not hesitate to contact either myself or a member of the senior leadership team.
